UNLEVEL FLOORS

If table does not seem level, it is probably because floor is not level. Move table several inches (set table
in playing position) in different directions to find the best location for the table. If the floor is extremely unlevel,
table may not play or operate properly. If table is high in the center, shim up under the outer legs.

CAREAND MAINTENANCE

You have purchased a quality product that will give you years of enjoyment. By following these simple maintenance
steps you will add to the life of your new table. The top (playing surface) of your table is of a particle board construction.
Like all products made of wood, it can be affected by atmospheric conditions, meaning both temperature and humidity.
This may cause a slight sag or distortion as top expands or contracts. This is normal and should not cause concern

READ ASSEMBLY & as it does not detract from the play or utility value of the table. To help minimize this problem, store table in folded
OPERATINGINSTRUCTIONS up position in a dry area when not in use.
ANDALL SAFETY STORAGE OF YOURTABLE
INFORMATION CAREFULLY! This table must be stored indoors to prevent damage to the playing surface. Dampness and extreme
- temperature changes can cause the wood to warp, swell, crack, or blister. When your table is not in use, it should

be folded up in a dry area.

CLEANINGYOURTABLE

To clean your table use a soft damp NOT WET cloth only. To prevent damage to your table's playing surface DO
NOT use any chemicals, abrasive, or cleaning products on your table's playing surface.

IMPORTANT: Periodically, lubricate all moving parts, including pivot points, to assure smooth opening and closing.
A light lubricant such as WD-40 is recommended.

2. Have two adults hold the table top (#19) upright,
| while a third adult attaches ends of "H"-support
/ tube with top of pivot tubes on caster rails (#1).
: H-Support Slide tubes together.

3. Repeat this process for the other caster rail. Then
slide second table top down over remaining two
pivot tubes, making sure the playing surface of
the second top faces the playing surface of the
first.

Attach corner protectors (#32) to rails. Simply
push the tabs on protector into the holes in rail.

position. Continue to pull until disengaged from safety clips 2. Lift table half to midpoint until the safety clips are engaged.
and legs rest on the floor. Do not leave table partially opened Then continue lifting until closed.
